� Ages are computed as of the day prior to 
competition. Proof of age must be 
furnished if requested. Age groups will be 
according to entries received by due date. 

� Competitors must remain in costume until 
awards are complete. 

� SOBHD rules will govern all events.  
Judges’ decisions are FINAL. Complaints 
must be in writing and accompanied by a 
$10.00 fee.

Guidelines specific to CFSHG Dancing 
Competition are listed below. 
� No more than 12 solo and 12 group entries 

will be accepted. 
� Teacher should complete one entry form per 

group choreography.  
� Solo choreography is open to Premier Dancers 

only. 
� Maximum time limit of 4 minutes should 

include entrance, exit, set up and removal of 
props for solos and groups.  

� With regards to content, props, music and 
costumes, the Group Choreography guidelines 
will apply for solo entries.
