Academy: 

 

From points South: Take Interstate 95 
North and exit at Spotsylvania, Exit 126 
onto Route 1 North. At the second light 
make a right onto Mine Road. At the first 
light make a left onto Falcon Drive. Take 
the first left onto Carr Drive and the next 
right onto Academy Drive.   Park in the 
first lot on your left after turning onto 
Academy Drive or in one of the parallel 
spaces in front of the Arts and Sciences 
Building. The theater is directly off the 
lobby of the Arts and Sciences Building.  

 
From points North:  Take Interstate 95 
South and exit at Spotsylvania, Exit 126.  
At the end of the exit ramp make a left 
onto Route 1 North.  At the 3rd light make 
a right onto Mine Road. At the first light 
make a left onto Falcon Drive. Take the 
first left onto Carr Drive and the next right 
onto Academy Drive.   Park in the first lot 
on your left after turning onto Academy 
Drive or in one of the parallel spaces in 
front of the Arts and Sciences Building.
